Don’t Let the Coyotes Get You!

   I’m sure you’ve heard about the coyotes popping up in 
Central Park. What should you do if you spot one? Here we 
learn about the coyotes: what they hunt, how they hunt, and 
how to avoid being attacked.  

   The coyotes’ scientific name is Canis Latrans, and it is a 
species of canine commonly found throughout North 
America. Its closest relative is the grey wolf, and they’re 
widely distributed throughout even Central and South 
America. Coyotes normally hunt small animals and most 
rodents, and also hunt in packs, very much like wolves. 

   Coyote attacks on humans are actually rare, despite their 
numbers. They’re not yet accustomed to us, so they fear us. 
However, feeding a coyote teaches it to get used to humans, 
and they will depend on us for more food, and associate 
humans with food. The coyotes that had attacked humans in 
the past are said to have been fed by humans.  

   If you encounter a lone coyote, here’s what you should do: 

   Slowly back away while looking directly into the coyote’s 
eyes. Remember, they fear humans. Look away once, 
however, and it may attack.  

   Shout or yell to scare the coyote away. They will also be 
scared if you throw sticks and rocks, or make yourself look 
bigger. You can do this by opening your jacket, or holding a 
book bag over your head. 

Don’t feed the coyotes in the first place!  

If you encounter a pack:  

DO NOT approach them. 

DO NOT stare at any of the coyotes or act threatening 
towards them 

DO make lots of noise and they’ll likely avoid you. They 
prefer to avoid humans.  

If you follow these guidelines, you will probably not be 
bitten. If you do get bitten, seek medical treatment 
immediately. As the old saying goes, “Leave them alone, 
and they’ll leave you alone.”

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The Hindu Summer Festival of Ganesh

   Have you ever had a birthday and found out 
there’s a holiday on that special day? How cool, 
right? We Hindus have a summer holiday called 
Ganesh Jayanti, which means “Ganesh’s Birthday.” 
He is a Hindu god, the Lord of Wisdom and the 
remover of all obstacles. His large head symbolizes 
the wisdom of the elephant. His large ears sift bad 
from good. Although they hear everything, they 
retain only the good things.  

   Ganesh Jayanti occurs in the Hindu calendar 
month of Bhaadrapada, starting on the shukla 
chaturthi (fourth day of the waxing moon period). 
Ganesh usually occurs in August, but is later this 
year, on September 17. 

   On the festival day, celebrants worship an image 
of Ganesh made of yellow dye and clay. We offer 
him a special preparation made of sesame seeds. 
During worship, we observe a fast in the daytime, 
which is followed by feasting at night. Before we 
observe the rites, we take a bath with water mixed 
with sesame seeds.

4 Potatoes (boiled) 

1 Chopped onion 

2 Chopped green chilies 

1/2 tsp Ginger finely chopped 

1/2 tsp Crushed garlic 

3-4 pinches Turmeric powder 

5 - 6 curry leaves 

1 tsp Lemon juice 

1 tbsp Oil 

1 tbsp Coriander finely chopped 

1/2 tsp Cumin seeds 

1/2 tsp mustard seeds

Chicken Parmesan

Here’s a sequel from my previous recipe. I 
call this Chicken Parmesan. Try this out 
if you like. 

Ingredients:  

4  chicken breast cutlets 

 salt and black pepper 

2 eggs 

olive oil 

1 cup of breadcrumbs 

1 cup of grated parmesan cheese 

¼ cup of olive oil 

2 tablespoon of thin sliced basil leaves 

8 ounces of sliced mozzarella cheese 

chunky tomato sauce 

½  cup of flour 

Directions: 

Preheat oven to 425 degrees F. 
Line a large rimmed baking 
sheet with aluminum foil and 
lightly spray with non-stick 
cooking spray. 

Working from the center to the 
edges, gently pound each 
chicken breast with a meat 
mallet to 1/4-inch thick. In a 
shallow pie plate, combine the 
eggs and water. In another 
shallow pie plate, combine 
flour, bread crumbs, salt, and 
pepper. 

 

Roll chicken first in the egg mixture and 
then roll in the flour mixture to coat all 
sides. 

Working in two batches, cook the chicken, 
flipping over only once, until the chicken is 
almost cooked through, approximately 3 to 5 
minutes per side. Transfer the cooked 
chicken to the prepared baking sheet. Cook 
the second batch of chicken in the same way. 

When all the chicken is cooked and on the 
baking sheet, sprinkle each chicken piece 
with parmesan cheese and then top evenly 
with the mozzarella cheese slices. 

Bake until the cheese is melted and the 
chicken is cooked through, approximately 5 
minutes. Watch carefully so the cheese 
doesn't brown or burn. 

To serve, top each chicken piece with 
Chunky Tomato Sauce and season with 
additional salt and pepper to taste.

1 egg, beaten 

½ vegetable oil

Directions 

1.) Preheat the oven to 350 degrees F (175 
degrees C). Generously grease a 9x10 inch 
baking pan. 

2.) In a large bowl, mix together the oats, 
brown sugar, wheat germ, cinnamon, 
flour, raisins, and salt.
